	
	
	
	



COMPTIA Security+ 2007/2008 Version Exam and Bridge Exam
1.  The Computing Technology Industry Association (CompTIA) has updated their CompTIA Security+ exam.  The 2008 Edition of the CompTIA Security+ exam places greater emphasis on addressing specific security issues.   It is CompTIA’s policy that their certifications are good for life.  However to remain current on the certification CompTIA has the following options for those professionals who have previously attained their CompTIA Security+ certification.  Those individuals may choose to update their certification under the CompTIA Security+ 2008 exam objectives in one of two ways:

a. Take the new exam, CompTIA Security+ 2008 Edition (SY0-201) released 14 October 2008

b. Take the CompTIA Security+ bridge exam (BR0-001), which measures only the differences between the 2007 and previous test objectives and the 2008 exam objectives.  This exam was released on 21 October 2008.

2. Who needs to take the Bridge Exam or CompTIA SY0-201 (2008 version)?

     All personnel who are currently Security+ certified.    DOD 8570.01-M mandates that certifications must be maintained and kept current.

3.  When do I take the Bridge Exam or CompTIA 2008 version?  
a.  This only pertains to personnel who are already certified.   The CompTIA 2008 version and Bridge exam will be valid for 3 years (14 Oct 2011), you will need to take one of those tests during that time to bring your certification to “current” status.

b. It is recommended that at least 1/3 of your certified Security+ IA Workforce either take the bridge exam (50 questions) or the 2008 edition (100 questions) each year for the next three years until all are current.  

4.  Where do I get training for the CompTIA 2008 version and/or Bridge Examination?

a.  The Level II Security+ course conducted by the School of Information Technology , Fort Gordon, Level II Security+ mirror sites, and mobile training teams for Level II Security+ course are being updated to match the 2008 version of the examination.  Expected date for course changeover is February 2009.

b.  The Army e-learning Program Security+ modules (pre-requisites to classroom training) are being updated to reflect the 2008 version of the test.  Expected delivery/availability date of new modules is February 2009.

5. Bridge Exam  Training Alternatives (In process)

 Currently OIA&C is researching sites/vendors that will offer training for completing the bridge examination.   We will need to know what portion of our current certification holders want to take the bridge vs 2008 exam.   This data will be gathered during the months of November and December 2008.  Then we will try to contract for bridge training (via online methods or possibly classroom).
6.  Which test do I take NOW?  (Personnel studying for/completed Security+ training-non certified personnel)


a.  When you request and receive your voucher, you need to sign up for the “SYO-101 CompTIA Security+ (2007 Edition) Exam”.  This exam corresponds with the objectives in the training you have received.

**Note:  SYO-101 CompTIA Security+2007 edition will retire on 31 Jul 2009.  ***

                b.  If you have prepared to take the 2008 exam by other training methods that cover the objectives found  on the CompTIA website at http://certification.comptia.org/security/bridgeexam.aspx,  then you may sign up for the “SYO-201 CompTIA Security+ (2008 Edition) Exam. 

7.  What objective are covered by the CompTIA Security+ (2008 Edition) Certification exam?
The new exam covers six major objectives, or topics:  Systems Security (21%), Network Infrastructure(20%), Access Control (17%), Assessments and Audits(15%), Cryptography(15%), and Organizational Security(12%).
